Ilkka Hammo (b. 1983) is a versatile composer, active guitarist and guitar teacher. His 
compositions consists mainly of instrumental music for soloists, chamber ensembles and 
orchestras of various sizes.

Turriago).


Ilkka Hammo studied guitar performance in Sibelius Academy with Andrzej Wilkus, Jukka 
Savijoki and Ismo Eskelinen. He completed his Master’s Degree in 2011. He began his 
compositional studies in Sibelius Academy in 2005 with Tapio Nevanlinna, continued with 
Veli-Matti Puumala in 2013 and graduated with a Master’s Degree in 2015.


Ilkka Hammo currently lives and works in Tampere and teaches guitar playing at the 
Pirkanmaa Music Institute in addition to his composition work.
